Below is a 

guideline of some of the best items to donate.  Although 

this list is not exclusive, we do recommend that you refrain 

from donating used clothes, books, etc. The general rule of 

thumb is to look for items with a brand and/or model # on 

them.  An unmarked porcelain vase would be difficult to sell, 

while a vase marked as “Hull” or “Roseville” would be      

welcomed.  Thank you for your support! 

“The name is the game” as certain brands will sell better than 

others. If your item is not marked with a name or model, it will 

probably not sell. 

• Figurines & Collectibles -  Lladro, Royal Doulton, Hummel, etc. 

• Camera Equipment -  Almost everything, including lenses, but not 
35mm point-and-shoot models 

• Laptops & PCs –Laptops & PCs less than 5 years old in good 
working order 

• Musical Instruments -  Almost any age in good condition 

• Business Equipment - Printers, Phone Systems, etc.  

• Audio Equipment - McIntosh, Fisher and vintage systems       

• Hand Held Electronics - PDAs, GPSs, iPods, etc. 

• Christmas Villages - Dept. 56, for example 

• Power Tools - Current or vintage models 

• Cell Phones - In good working condition up to 3 years old  

• Video Game Systems -  Sony, Nintendo, Atari, Intellivision, etc. 

• Watches - Vintage models with names like Wittnauer, Omega, etc.  

• China/China Sets - Marked with a manufacturer and pattern 

• Designer label items— Handbags & shoes
